e Install on a vertical wall only.

e For the installation, avoid a location with high temperature or humidity, or a wall that cannot sustain the weight of
the set.

e Check the strength of the wall. If the wall is not strong enough to support the unit, reinforce the wall or install the
unit on a different wall that can support the unit's weight.

e Purchase and use the fixing screws or anchors appropriate for the kind of wall you have (plaster board, iron board,
wood, etc.). If possible, fix the support screws into wall studs.

e Purchase wall mounting screws according to the type and thickness of the wall you will mount the Soundbar on.

Before moving or installing the product, be sure to turn off the power and disconnect the power cord.

If the main unit is powered off, the wireless subwoofer will in standy mode and the STANDBY LED on the
front will blink Red directly. (no blue LED).

If you use a device that uses the same frequency (2.4GHz) as the Soundbar near the Soundbar,
interference may cause some sound interruption.

The maximum transmission distance of the wireless signal between the main unit and subwoofer is about
10 meters, but may vary depending on your operating environment.
